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How Many People Have Understood the Tunnel Project?
There is much information about issues of public interest that are not given in a way that allows the community to find out what is being planned and thus, the opinion of the community is minimal or if there is any it is not properly furthered in order to stop in time an economic or physical project that might be detrimental for the community. 

For example, work has already started to build a tunnel under the bay to increase access to the Port of Miami. And it is fitting to ask: how many people understand the project and are familiar with its progress and final outcome? This would not be a matter of satisfying unimportant curiosity, but of informing those who, in one way or another, might end up being benefited or harmed by a project of this nature which is going to cost $1 billion and that is no longer a project, but is becoming a reality. 

Although information using the press, television or radio is important, it would also be helpful if a booklet be published with detailed information, drawings and even photos, so that the people may be aware of what is being done and be able, even as it goes along, to give an opinion. What is being suggested is not a book, but a booklet printed with a good size font.

As the work goes along, the public should be kept informed about what is being done and what is still to be done, as well as the measures that must be taken constantly, even if this has been published before. Of course, this does not mean that it should be done in every case. But, certainly, the tunnel under the bay is something new and a very important project for South Florida, especially for Miami’s downtown. Of course, it must be taken for granted that the financial aspects, the cost of this work, are properly covered to avoid unexpected interruptions due to lack of funds.

This is not just one more project in South Florida’s public works. This is something huge, complex, and costly. 
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
