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Ground Broken On Port Of Miami Tunnel Project
After almost 30 years of debate and red tape, Miami-Dade County officials officially broke ground Friday on the Port of Miami Tunnel project.

As Jose Abreu, the former Secretary of Transportation, remembered the many roadblocks the Port of Miami Tunnel project faced, all the issues have been resolved and construction has already started.

"It's been a long road. To see it finally begin, it's a great day for us," Abreu said.

The massive four-year project will connect the MacArthur Causeway to the Port of Miami. About 7,000 trucks are expected to use the tunnel each day instead of clogging up the streets of downtown Miami.

An obvious additive is the economic growth.

"This is about preserving 170,000 jobs. It is about the creation of 30,000 more jobs as a result of the deep-dredge project," said Miami Commissioner Marc Sarnoff.

For now, the main part of the construction, which includes digging an enormous hole, will not begin until next year. But for now, crews are busy laying the groundwork.
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
